Marc graduated from Clifton High School in 1982. He attended William Paterson College and
later finished his Bachelor’s Degree at Indiana Tech University. He was in the process of pursuing
his Graduate Degree in Theology at the University of Dallas.

Marc started his career as a graphic designer for Reprotech, Inc. His career flourished as he
contributed to the success of many companies, including, LP Thebault, Bowne & Co, Venture and
Fiserv. His 19 years with Bowne & Co afforded he and his family the opportunity to live in other
places, including Granger, IN and Southlake, TX.

He then followed his passion for theology and helping those in need by leaving the corporate
